Additionally, they have added
new support for baseline assessment, to help identify
students’ strengths and weaknesses.

These pocket size revision cards cover every topic
within the specification. They havwe questions on the front
and answers on the back. Students will use these with
the textbooks to cover missed topics in class and at
home - to prepare for half term tests and the final exam.

This workbook would be used both in lesson and at
home and it is the perfect companion to the Textbook
and the online Kerboodle resources. Students would be
given specific sections to complete that would help to
bridge the gap in their understanding that COVID
disruption caused.

This resource will help students to practice
independently the conjugation of verbs, recalling
vocabulary and grammatical structures taught in
class/online. The range of scaffolded activities that the
website offers will promote the deepening and drilling
that students need to improve their language skills.
