Curriculum Aim:

o Become proficient in the use of the formal elements and other Art, Craft and Design techniques.

Rationale of sequencing: Students will continue to build upon the knowledge and skills developed in year 7 and 8, revisiting past techniques in order to improve
understanding as well as the introduction of more complex techniques. Students will also carry out a GCSE style project set by the exam board in order to develop their
understanding of KS4 methodologies. Active participation is built into all lessons, through crits, sharing ideas, discussion and tutorials.
